Cllr B Ballentyne went onto report that Markham Rd was becoming increasingly dangerous as motorbikes were continuously speeding down the road.

c. Firbeck Pit memorial – K Walker reported to the meeting that there had been a problem with the funding application as it was sent in late by district council. Due to this the garden cannot be finished without seeking donations as they need £6k to move it forward. K Walker declared an interest whilst the rest of the council discussed whether they could help out. Cllr M Nicolson proposed £3k and Cllr G Freeman seconded this, a vote was taken and all were in favour (Cllr Walker didn’t vote due to her disclosing an interest)
