a. 100 years celebration update - Cllr S Walker reported that the bank account had now been opened and they had already raised / received nearly £2k in donations. He reported that they had carried out the pre walk of the fun run with volunteers and they had received approximately 200 replies regarding the ideas for the celebration. The group are applying for BDC and lottery funding. A fishing match is to be held to raise funds and the local football club have also promised to donate.
b. Youth Worker – S Walker – Cllr S Walker discussed whether or not it was felt the area needed a dedicated Youth worker within the area. It was noted that Cllr S Place may have further information. Clerk A Lilley to contact Cllr Place for more info.
c. Levelling up – M Merrills - Cllr M Merrills ask District Councillor G Freeman why none of the monies were coming into Langold. Cllr J Bowker stated that it was all to do with criteria and recipients had to be a ‘town’. Cllr G Freeman and Cllr J Bowker agreed to look into the matter further.
