220501 Report from Langold Dyscarr School -  A Lilley read out a report from G Fotheringham Headteacher at Langold Dyscarr School
220502 Report from ‘The Big Local’ -  K Walker gave an overview of the events that occurred over the year including the Christmas Lights and Christmas Market. K Walker went on to report that the final plan had been submitted and was awaiting the sign off. She stated that the Music Festival group are hoping to hold a music festival next year.
