a) Finance report. – A Lilley gave an overview of bank balance, income and expenditure for Nov and Dec. These were accepted as a true record
b) Nov & Dec bank recs and payments made.- as per above
c) Precept setting - A Lilley presented the yearly budget with a variety of different proposals. The council agreed that they wouldn’t give £1000 to Carlton Youth Group but would increase the amount given to the Langold Village Hall management committee due to the impact of the cost of living crisis on utilities. This will be reviewed again next year. The precept was agreed at £79.01p per household
d) CIL Monies allocation - the council members present agreed that the CIL monies should be used to put a new boiler in the village hall (proposed by B Tomlinson & seconded by G freeman) as this was now obsolete and engineers were finding it harder and harder to get parts. Quotes will be sought and any remaining money will be allocated at the next meeting.
