071909 Cemetery items from cemetery meeting and any other items :-

a) Probation began work – G Coe is coordinating with probation so he can be present some of the time they are in the cemetery – Clerk A Lilley is acquiring all supplies they need as and when it is asked for.
b) Parishioner request to move bins – A Lilley read out an e mail received from a parishioner requesting that the bins be moved due to the presence of mosquitoes in her house. The council discussed this and felt  that it was important that the bins be evenly distributed around the cemetery as elderly and disabled parishioners need a bin to be in close proximity at all times wherever their family members is interred.
