230503 Report from Now Church - Marcus Wichman attended the meeting to give a report on Now Church.- he reported that the play and stay called ‘Now Tots’ was being regularly attended by 50 children- activities included Food and crafts. ‘Now Kids’ is also popular with various trips & parties being organised. ‘Now YOUTH’ was going from strength to strength with the employment of the  Youth worker part funded by LCC, they are getting around 20 people each night and are currently finding out which is the best evening for this. The group offers guidance too. : Now Gold’ for 50+ has organised various celebrations with 50-60 people attending. Marcus went on to report that the Breakfast café was also very popular as was Breakfast with Santa and the Easter bunny. Holiday sessions /stay + play have proved popular with breakfast + lunch included for £2. The church was also registered as a warm hub, which has again proved very popular. The church has also set up a Food hub, which costs £5 to become a member, the member, can then shop for up to 20 items and they have continued the school uniform bank. The Christmas present appeal meant that 350 children received presents this was based on a referral basis. It was reported that the Church continues to meet every week with over 100 people.
