111901 Attendance and apologies for absence – apologies were received from Cllr G Freeman and Cllr J McClune.
111902 Declarations of Interest. - To be declared as and when one arises.
111903 Minutes of previous meetings passed as a true record. Meeting and any sub committees. – It was noted that Cllr G Coe had been omitted from the ‘present’ list. This will be amended – Cllr G Coe proposed them with the amendment and Cllr J Wilkinson seconded this.
111904 Matters arising from minutes – Cllr D Hamilton asked for clarification of the grant payment to LVHMC.
111905 Any nominations and applications for Hodsock/ Langold – None
111906 Neighbourhood plan - rota for stall at Xmas market – The parish council were to have a stall at the Xmas market and cllrs were asked to volunteer some of their time to ‘man’ the stall. Cllr B Tomlinson had said she could attend at any time. Cllr G Coe said he could do all day as long as he got a lunch break, Cllr J Fagan stated she could do after 1.30pm.
