M Merrills reported that the village hall management committee are trialling 18th birthday parties. Quotes for a new alarm system were read out and the council agreed on A&H security.

111802 Declarations of Interest. – Cllr J McClune, Cllr K Walker and Cllr M Nicolson declared an interest in the quote for the cemetery renewal of the paths – they would not vote

111806 Planning applications - Shop adjacent to the corner pocket – change of use from Retail to Class A3 (café) and Class A4 (bar) – objections already sent in.

Unanimously in favour, the second vote was taken as to whether to accept Derek Lewis’ tender (Cllrs.
