5.30 MAIN MEETING
200901 Attendance and apologies for absence – Apologies as per above
200902 Declarations of Interest. – Cllr J McClune, Cllr M Nicolson and Cllr K Walker all declared and interest in the Langold Lakeside FC letter requesting a donation.
200903 Minutes of previous meetings passed as a true record. – Cllr K Walker proposed the minutes and Cllr M Merrills seconded them. Chair M Merrills duly signed them
200904 Matters arising from minutes - Fly tipping posters had been displayed in the cemetery. Clerk asked to report the weeds in the village again as they have not as yet been dealt with by BDC
200905 Any nominations and applications for Hodsock/ Langold – none
200906 Neighbourhood plan -  The plan will be reviewed at the next full BDC councillor meeting on the 24th September.
200907 Planning applications - 
a) Corner Pocket Pavement licence – concerns submitted -  despite concerns submitted the licence has been granted with recommendations and requirements. 
b) Erect detached 2-bedroom bungalow with parking – no objections
c) Land On the East Side of Doncaster Road Langold Nottinghamshire Reserved Matters Application for the Appearance, Landscaping, Layout and Scale for 165 Residential Dwellings Following the Granting of Outline P.A 17/01462/OUT – Council objected to this application on the grounds that the village doesn’t have the infrastructure to cope with more dwellings especially if the development on the opposite side of the road goes ahead. Access onto Doncaster Rd was a concern along with the need to move a bus stop. Clerk to submit responses.
200908 Planning Decisions – Corner Pocket pavement licence -granted
200909 Cemetery items from cemetery meeting and any other items: -
a) Re inscription application

b) Top soil to be ordered to fill sunken graves

c) Posters to be displayed asking owners to remove unauthorised objects/plants etc. by the end of the year.

d) Council asked clerk to get quoted for a 10ft container to be placed at the cemetery.

e) Dolby’s funeral services had been in touch to find out if a resident of Oldcotes could be interred into Langold Cemetery as they do not have their own burial ground. A vote was taken and all were in favour in allowing this burial without doubling costs.

f) The council agreed that now was a good time to get the remaining paths in the cemetery re surfaced as per the tender already accepted (phased works were agreed)

2009010 Reports from councillors:  - letter from Cllr Fagen -  this was read out and distributed via e mail. The letter included photos of litter and broken grass outside The Corner Pocket. Council to keep an eye out. Cllr M Nicolson reported that a resident who lives on Ramsden Avenue had complained about a tree in a council property that backs on to their property is growing into their garden and the roots are unearthing their patio. This has been reported to BDC but they say they cannot do anything about it. More details are to be sought from the resident so that Clerk can report it. 
2009011 Village Matters –It was reported that a resident allegedly COVID positive was not self-isolating. Clerk to contact PCSO to see if there was anything that can be done to enforce the 14-day isolation. 
2009012 Youth Issues – It was reported that the village is still having trouble with youths congregating and vandalising properties that back onto Harrison Drive. This area is getting worse for Youth disruption. Clerk to contact Inspector Neil Bellamy and Paddy Tipping to ask if extra police had been takin on and if they can be deployed in Langold to try and disperse congregating youths. Cllr D Hamilton also suggested that the Notts. Youth service be contacted and the Anti-social behaviour officer.
