Note: PLEASE READ ALL RULES CAREFULLY. Applications must include all details (including diagram) on official form -  proposed inscription on memorial, owners, and include the full remittance. Headstones must be guaranteed 30 years and have the memorial masons name and plot number in 1” letters on rear.

Administration costs for Reinstatement of FAILED MEMORIALS from the Inspection will be FREE but NOTICE MUST BE SENT ON SUPPLIED NOTICE FORM GIVING DATE AND TIME OF REINSTATEMENT. Failure to notify the Council of reinstatement could result in the mason being banned from the Cemetery. Kerbs may be removed and replaced by headstone only if required by owner. (New inscriptions at current rate.)

Rules & Regulations for The Management of Langold Cemetery
WOULD ALL FUNERAL DIRECTORS PLEASE ENSURE THEY MAKE ALL THEIR CUSTOMERS AWARE OF THESE RULES.

1. LAW – No burial, scattering of ashes, erection of a tombstone or memorial or the making of any additional inscription on such, is to be carried out without the permission of the proper officer of the Parish Council. 
2. The Parish Council will do all that is necessary or desirable for the proper management, regulation, and control of the cemetery.

3. The Parish Council reserve the right to alter any charges or rules. 
4. Only Funeral Directors & Memorial Masons having sent their current copies of insurance documents will be allowed into the cemetery. Failure to do so will result in the funeral directors or memorial masons being banned from the cemetery.
5. Only residents in the PARISH OF HODSOCK are allowed to purchase new plots in any section.
6. ALL MEMORIALS TO BE FITTED WITH NAMM APPROVED ANCHORAGE. 

7. Cremated remains must be aligned with the centreline marks on the concrete base.

8. No memorial to be placed on a plot until prior written approval has been received from Hodsock Parish Council. 
9. All applications for memorials must include: diagram giving shape, material, and colour; PARISH COUNCIL FORM GIVING: sizes; proposed inscription; full remittance; owners name and address. When WRITTEN approval has been given date and time of installation must be notified to the Council.
10. ALL MEMORIALS MUST BE COVERED BY A MINIMUM THIRTY YEAR GUARANTEE FROM THE DATE OF ERECTION. This includes new memorials and those following refitting. New rule 10th April, 2007.
11. Graves not to exceed standard dimension or distance apart. 
12. Reinstatement of FAILED MEMORIALS from the Inspection will be FREE but PRIOR NOTICE MUST BE SENT ON THE SUPPLIED NOTICE FORM GIVING DATE AND TIME OF REINSTATEMENT. Failure to notify the Council of reinstatement could result in the mason being banned from the Cemetery. All reinstatements must include NAMM approved anchorage.
13. In order to facilitate the maintenance of the cemetery: NO ROSE TREES OR PLANTS: FLAT STONES OR KERBS; BORDERS OR FENCES OF ANY KIND (wood, metal, plastic or any material of any sort); NO OTHER ITEMS including windmills, fairies, glass etc. ARE ALLOWED. One additional vase only allowed see rule 17. This is for maintenance purposes which has financial implications,  and for health & safety reasons. Please see ‘rule 15’ regarding wreaths.
14. ABSOLUTELY NO DOGS EXCEPT GUIDE DOGS TO BE ALLOWED INTO THE CEMETERY.  Dogs must be tied up safely outside the cemetery gates and at the owner’s own risk.
15. Wreaths may be placed on graves to cover: Time of interment, Mothering Sunday, and Father’s Day and to be removed after one month maximum time allowed. Christmas wreaths may stay on the graves until the second Sunday in March (or when maintenance starts, whichever is the earliest). After this time the Parish Council reserves the right to remove them or their agent. (This is to facilitate maintenance work.) 
16. Wooden Crosses: Maximum size allowed is 33” height from ground level. Thickness of wood etc. see rules. Must be treated wood against rot and must be examined yearly for rot or becoming unstable. If found to be unstable or rotten must be removed immediately. Only one vase allowed per grave, immediately in front of the cross or to the right hand side only. Must receive written permission as that given for other memorials. Permission is for five years only from date of permission.
17. Vases: Only one vase per grave allowed.  All vases must be placed to the right hand side of the headstone except those near the left hand path when they may be placed to the left hand side of the headstone (when looking towards the inscription on the headstone).

18. Foetal/Stillborn Remains. ‘Section M’ has been set up as per the new regulations regarding the interment of foetal remains. Only memorial allowed is one plaque, contact Parish Clerk for details. Written permission must be received regarding size and wording allowed. No other memorial allowed. Owners may inter three further lots of ashes in the same plot following use for a foetal interment or stillborn, at the price for interment of ashes currently in force at the date of interment. A wreath is allowed at the time of interment to remain on the grave for one month only after which the Parish Council or their agent reserves the right to remove them. All other wreathes as rule 16.
19. Pre-sale of plots. Pre-purchasing of plots will not be allowed.
20. All graves are doubles and may be followed by a maximum of four lots of ashes. Section ‘A’ Ashes may have four lots of ashes interred. 
21. All memorials MUST have the name of the funeral director and the plot number on the rear of the memorial in minimum of 1” letters.

22. Any Memorial Mason or Funeral Director not adhering to the above rules will  have action taken against them.
