191001 Attendance and apologies for absence – as per above
191002 Declarations of Interest. - to be declared as and when one arises.
191003 Minutes of previous meetings passed as a true record. Meeting and any sub committees. -  the minutes were proposed by Cllr M Nicolson and seconded by Cllr J Wilkinson, Cllr M Merrills duly signed them.
191004 Matters arising from minutes  - Clerk A Lilley reported that she had reported the parking issues on Doncaster Rd and had enquired about resident parking (no response as yet), she reported that Liz Prime had been invited to attend the meeting to discuss Langold Country Park however she was unable to attend the meeting so A Lilley will try and arrange a different meeting.
191005 Any nominations and applications for Hodsock/ Langold – Mrs B Tomlinson attended the meeting, she gave an overview of why she would like to become a member of the Parish Council, she was accepted on to the council with a unanimous vote.
191006 Neighbourhood plan - public consultation ended – next steps- Luke Brown attended the meeting and reported that the majority of the responses received were positive and only one had been critical of the procedures. Both BDC and NCC were very supportive and liked the design codes presented. It was agreed to hold a stall at the xmas market to try and generate a few more responses to the plan, the stall will be positioned near the entrance to get the greatest footfall. Luke stated that the draft plan will be adjusted a little to take into account the responses received. Once the revisions are finalised the plan will be submitted to BDC and then onto Government. A referendum will then be held for the village to vote. Hopefully the plan will be submitted before Christmas with the referendum being held around February time.
